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Dr. Kneavel is a biopsychologist whose scholarly interests began with the investigation of the 
physiological effects of stress on the structure and function of the brain and behavioral correlates of 
learning and memory. Many of these were investigated through transgenic and knockout gene 
technology with an emphasis on sex differences. Her stress research expanded to include long-term 
effects of stress on behavior and health. More recently, her research has focused on understanding 
concussions and reporting behavior through the development of a peer concussion education program. 
Dr. Kneavel’s research has been published in peer-reviewed journals and presented at regional and 
national conferences. She currently serves as the Associate Dean in the School of Nursing and Health 
Sciences and is a Professor in the Department of Urban Public Health and Nutrition at La Salle University 
in Philadelphia, PA. She also serves as the Director of Assessment and Research for the Center for 
Concussion Education and Research at Chestnut Hill College in a consultatory role.
